TALKING POINTS


SUBJECT:  Republican Is Not A Pejorative Term; Debunking Canards Against Republican Principles
KEY CONCERN: For decades, Democrats (liberals) have maligned and impugned Republicans (conservatives).  Their aspersions have included charges of racism, excessive greed, and lack of compassion for the poor, elderly, and children.  Nothing could be further from the truth.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION:  For four decades, Democrats have purposefully buried their racist past, relying upon their willing accomplices: elite liberals in academia and the media. Surveys show that the majority of those in the black community think conservatively, but vote Democrat/Liberal because they have been hoodwinked by the Democrats who have hijacked the civil rights record of the Republican Party. 
History shows that Democrats fought to expand slavery while Republicans fought to end it. Let’s not forget that President Abraham Lincoln (the first Republican president) was responsible for the start of the movement, and signed into law the Emancipation Proclamation. From its founding in 1854 as the anti-slavery party until today, the Republican Party has fought for freedom and civil rights for blacks. Republicans fought to free blacks from slavery and amended the U.S. Constitution to grant blacks Freedom (13th Amendment), Citizenship (14th Amendment) and the Right to Vote (15th Amendment). Republicans also passed the civil rights laws of the 1860's, including the Civil Rights Act of 1866 and the Reconstruction Act of 1867 that was designed to establish a new government system in the Democrat-controlled South, which was unfair to blacks.  

Conveniently forgotten today are significant facts about the 1964 Civil Rights Act. The law guaranteed equal access to public facilities and banned discrimination by any establishment receiving federal government funding. The law was an update of Republican Charles Sumner's 1875 Civil Rights Act which had been struck down by the Democrat-controlled US Supreme Court in 1883.  In-fact, Democrat Senators Sam Ervin, Al Gore Sr., William Fulbright (credited as Bill Clinton's political mentor) and Robert Byrd (a former Kleagle for the Ku Klux Klan), filibustered against the bill for 14 straight hours before the final vote. Former presidential candidate Richard Nixon lobbied hard for the bill. When the bill finally came to a vote, the House of Reps passed the bill 289 to 124.  80% of Republicans voted for the bill versus only 63% by Democrats. The Senate vote was 73 to 27 (21 Democrats voting no versus only 6 Republicans voting against). Simply put: Republicans are responsible for the bill being passed, not Democrats as they'd lead you to believe.

Republican principles do not espouse philosophies that are created in order to promote “equality” such as affirmative action, multiculturism, or diversity.  These philosophies that are suppose to promote “equality” are really nothing more than failed social attempts to have equality of results for specific races of people.  These philosophies, aside from being failures, have far-reaching deleterious effects that take away individual liberties from some for the sake of others.  

Another great lie proliferated by Democrats is that Republicans are greedy and show no compassion to the poor (because we advocate free markets and are against income redistribution).  It has been the drumbeat of the media for decades that Republicans are heartless, cold, and conservative while Democrats are progressive, compassionate, and sensitive to your pain…Wrong. 

In his 2006 book, Who Really Cares?  America’s Charity Divide: Who Gives, Who Doesn’t, and Why It Matters, Syracuse University Professor Arthur Brooks found the following:

· Conservative households in America donate 30% more money to charity than liberal households, even though liberal households make 6% more income

· If liberals gave blood like conservatives do, the blood supply in the U.S. would jump by 45%

· The average family in South Dakota gives away 75% more of its household income each year than the average family in San Francisco

· Religious people are 21% more likely to volunteer in explicitly secular causes
· People who do not think that “government has a responsibility to reduce income inequality” give four times more to charity than those who do think so

The books basic findings are that conservatives who practice religion, live in traditional nuclear families, and reject the notion that government should engage in income redistribution are the most generous Americans, by any measure.
