2. To Maintain a Strong National Defense and Secure Our Borders 
3. To Cut Taxes and Reduce the Size of Government 
4. To Balance the Budget and Be Fiscally Responsible 
5. To Advocate Individual Freedom, Responsibility and Privacy 
6. To Advocate Free Enterprise and Private Property Rights 
7. To Promote Social Issues and Traditional Values 
8. To Educate Our Citizens [of their Heritage and with Parental Choice and Control] 
        These are the eight principles that the Republican Party was founded on by Abraham Lincoln and his political allies. They are the things that the Republican Party should be promoting today! 
Republicans should not be promoting, supporting, or compromising on any issues such as: federal government control of healthcare and education, federal regulations on energy and abortion, compassion for criminals--including illegal aliens, unconstitutional use of public money from the federal treasury, and other compromises with Democrats.
